 Minutes of General Meeting April 17, 2014  -   Detroit Historical Museum

	 President Nicole Camilleri called the meeting to order at 11:15 am. Forty-eight members and guests were in 
attendance at the Detroit Historical Museum.
 Recording Secretary Carolyn Sherwood read the minutes of the March meeting. A motion to approve was 
made and seconded.  Motion carried.
  Communication from President: Membership dues are collected from May 1-31. Intake for Anton Art Center 
show is May 15.  If you enter the show make certain that your 2014-2015 dues are paid. New members and guests were 
welcomed to the meeting.
 Treasurer Betty Prudden reported an ending balance as of March 31. A motion to receive and file was made.
 Corresponding Secretary Joyce Manke encouraged the membership to read the newsletter.  All changes of 
data or submission of information should be sent to Joyce Manke.
 Programs: The program for May is the presentation of the work of College for Creative Studies scholarship 
recipient Laura Hidalgo.
 Second VP Exhibitions Kathy O’Connell reported that entries for the Oakwood show would be submitted to the 
Oakwood Art Director in July via CD. More detailed information will be published in the newsletter.
 Third VP Directory Arlene Oakland informed the membership that the decision was made by the Board to 
publish the next directory in September. The new Board will be elected in May and the official deadline for dues is 
May 31.
 Historian Julie Sabit commended Jackie Rybinski for her persistence in getting all the necessary archival 
material from the Burton Historical Collection for the exhibition at the Detroit Historical Museum.

Studies on March 28. Nicole Camilleri, Jackie Rybinski, Chizuko Donovan, and Marilyn Bomarito were in 
attendance. Carolyn Sherwood was unable to attend. The committee was escorted to the workshop of Gilda Snowden.  
Ten students presented their work for consideration. Professor Snowden was visibly moved by the committee’s choice of 
Laura Hidalgo as recipient of the DSWPS scholarship. Laura Hidalgo’s work will be on display in the current DSWPS 
exhibit at the Detroit Historical Museum April 26 through July 6, 2014.
 Nominations Committee: Arlene Oakland, filling in for Lily Dudgeon who is still recuperating at home, read the 
slate for executive board positions. The office of Treasurer still needs to be filled. Nominations will also be taken from the 
floor at the May meeting.
 
NEW BUSINESS
 Marilyn Bomarito made a motion that the By-Laws Committee present for membership approval by-law 
language adding the position of Webmaster or Web Manager to the list of Standing Committees.  The general 
membership was in agreement.

Katie McNamee offered to start up and run the website using the agreed upon software. Dara Brooks volunteered to 
assist McNamee.
 A motion was made by Marilyn Bomarito requesting that By-Laws Committee add language to the by-laws 
specifically requiring the Treasurer to submit a yearly tax exempt form to the IRS and, if necessary, to Michigan Sales Tax 
Department also. This motion was seconded by Arlene Oakland.  Motion approved.
 Announcements were made regarding workshops.  Check the newsletter for details.
 The meeting adjourned at 12:20pm.
